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OPEN EVERY DAY 

Chloe’s  
Blanket 
 
This blanket was created for the birth of my grandniece, 
Chloe.  The pattern design was inspired from my archive 
of patterns collected in the “Australian” period of my 
childhood.  Enjoy knitting it.

Materials: Any baby yarn with  

5.5 st/in gauge 
Gauge:  5.5 sts/inch 

Needles:   Choose size appropriate  
for yarn choice 

Size:   24 x 36 

 
Instructions 

Cast on 131 stitches.  Work in seed stitch (K1, P1) for 2 ins. 

While keeping 11 stitches in seed stitch on each side of blanket, work the following pattern.  (The 
pattern is a multiple of 18 + 1.) 

1) *K1, yo, (K1, P3) 4 times, K1, yo, repeat from * to last 1 st, K1 
2) P3, *(K3, P1) 4 times, P4, repeat from * ending last repeat with P2. 
3) K2, *yo, (K1, P3) 4 times, K1, yo, K3, repeat from * ending last repeat with K2. 
4) P4, *(K3, P1) 4 times, P6, repeat from * ending last repeat with P3. 
5) K3, *yo, (K1, P3) 4 times, K1, yo, K5 repeat from * ending last repeat with K3. 
6) P5, *(K3, P1) 4 times, P8, repeat from * ending last repeat with P4. 
7) K4, *yo, (K1, P3) 4 times, K1, yo, K7, repeat from * ending last repeat with K4. 
8) P6, *(K3, P1) 4 times, P10, repeat from * ending last repeat with P5. 
9) K5, *yo, (K1, P3) 4 times, K1, yo, K9, repeat from * ending last repeat with K5. 
10) P7, *(K3, P1) 4 times, P12, repeat from * ending last repeat with P6. 
11) K6, *yo, (K1, P3 tog) 4 times, K1, yo, K11, repeat from * ending last repeat with K6. 
12) P8, *(K1, P1) 4 times, P14, repeat from * ending last repeat with P7. 
13) K7, *yo, (K3tog) 3 times, yo, K13, repeat from * ending last repeat with K7. 
14) Purl. (131 sts) 

 
Work these 14 rows for pattern until blanket measures appx 34 ins from cast on edge, and 
complete sets of the 14 rows have been completed. 
 
Work in seed stitch (K1, P1) for 2 ins.  Cast off in seed stitch pattern. 

Important Note:  
The stitch count on rows 1-12 will vary – don’t be 
alarmed. When you reach row 14, the stitch count  

should return to 131 stitches.
